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As Readers we are using a variety of texts to practise our comprehension skills, including non-fiction texts about The Great Fire of London and Mini-beasts..  We will continue to read daily in order to improve our fluency and expression applying our phonic knowledge. Many of us will continue on the Little Wandle scheme to reinforce our Phase3/4/5 GPC knowledge.
As Writers we will look carefully at the Place Value of Punctuation and Grammar which will enable us to write a Non-Chronological report. We will include full stops, capital letters and statements which will include technical vocabulary.
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Maths
As Mathematicians we will be looking at numbers up to 100.  We will be able to read the number, write the number in digits and words and explain the value of each digit. As the term continues we will apply this knowledge to solve addition and subtraction equations, learning an appropriate written method to support our calculations.  We will practise our 10 times tables, 2 times tables and begin to learn the 5 times tables. During the term we also work to improve our number sense through practical lessons in Mastering Number.

History / Geography 
As Historians we will be learning about a key event in our History – The Great Fire of London. We will start by understanding chronology and where the event is in relation to our lives today. We will examine artefacts and learn about what happened before, during and after the fire. We will meet important historical figures who were involved in the fire and finally understand how the fire impacted of people’s lives back then and our lives today. 

RE
In RE this half term, children explore a range of inspirational people from Christianity, Islam and Sikhism, as well as individuals who inspire us in the world today. They learn what makes someone a positive role model, how their actions reflect important values such as kindness, courage and fairness, and how these examples can influence the choices they make in their own lives.
PE
In P.E. we begin by focusing on improving our fundamental movement skills which are the core physical abilities children practise to build confidence, coordination, and control. They include locomotor skills (moving the body from one place to another), body‑management skills (balancing and controlling the body), and manipulative skills (moving or controlling objects).

Art: As Artists this half term we will begin to develop our painting techniques.  We will name the primary and secondary colours and also mix paint to make the secondary colours.  We will also experiment with different brushes to make different brush strokes. This is linked with our History topic The Great Fire of London.

Science
There are no Science topics this half term.
What are we learning 
about this half term?
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Year 2 children are beginning to explore the online world more independently, so this topic helps them learn how to stay safe, make good choices, and know what to do if something worries them. It introduces simple, age‑appropriate ideas such as keeping personal information private, being kind online, recognising safe websites, and talking to a trusted adult whenever they feel unsure.
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
