Maths
As Mathematicians we will be looking at properties of shape. Children will have chance to revisit prior knowledge of 2D and 3D shapes. We will learn about names and properties of shapes including faces, vertices and sides. They will also learn how to recognise shapes in everyday objects and use mathematical language such as sides, vertices, edges and faces. The children will build and draw shapes, make repeating patterns, and begin to describe shapes using simple reasoning. By the end of the unit, they will be able to talk confidently about the shapes they see and use them to solve simple problems. 

English
As Readers we will continue to explore a variety of texts and develop our comprehension skills.  We will continue to read daily in order to improve our fluency and expression applying our phonic knowledge. Some children will now move on to our Grammarsaurus spelling scheme whilst some of us continue to secure our phonetic knowledge. 
As Writers we will explore letters and character descriptions. This will be based around traditional tales and we will look at using subordination, apostrophes for contractions and commas in a list. We will also look at using expanded noun phrases to add more detail and write in the present tense when they create their own narratives. 
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Art/Music
This term, children will develop their understanding of different genres and express their opinions about pieces of music. They will begin to recognise and name a variety of instruments and perform with a good sense of rhythm and beat. They will also begin to change the tempo and dynamics when playing an instrument. 
PE
In PE, the children will be developing their skills through simple invasion games. They will learn how to move into space, pass and receive a ball, and work together as part of a team. The children will practise dodging, aiming and controlling the ball while thinking about how to keep possession. They will also learn the importance of playing fairly, following rules and encouraging others as they take part in small‑sided games and team challenges. 

Science This term, children will be learning about everyday materials such as wood, metal, plastic, glass, rock and fabric. They will explore how materials feel and what they are used for, and investigate simple properties like whether something is hard or soft, stretchy or stiff, absorbent or waterproof. The children will test materials to see which are suitable for different purposes and learn how some materials can change shape by bending, twisting, squashing or stretching. Throughout the unit, they will make predictions, observe closely and explain what they have found out using simple scientific language.

As Historians children will learn all about World War 1 this term. Children will begin by learning about life 100 years ago and comparing it to modern day life. Children will explore the causes of WW1 and how it affected life at home in Britain. We will explore the role of women at the time and how children helped the war efforts before moving on to how animals played their part. Children will also think about the 


RE
In RE we will be looking at Celebrations that matter in Sandwell: Christian, Muslim and Sikh. They will explore how Christian, Muslim and Sikh communities celebrate special events, and think about why these celebrations matter to the people who take part in them. The children will look at similarities and differences between the celebrations, learn about key traditions, and reflect on what makes a celebration meaningful.

What are we learning 
about this half term?
Computing
This term in Computing, the children will learn how online actions can make someone feel sad, worried, uncomfortable or frightened, and how to communicate safely and kindly. They will explore different ways we communicate online and practise replying to simple emails. The children will also learn how to find an image and attach it to an email, and how to draw a picture and attach it themselves, helping them build confidence with basic digital skills.
