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As Readers this half term we will be exploring Traditional Tales and we are using a variety of these fictional texts, such as Sleeping Beauty to practise our comprehension skills..  We will continue to read daily in order to improve our fluency and expression applying our phonic knowledge. Many of us will continue on the Little Wandle scheme to reinforce our Phase3/4/5 GPC knowledge.
As Writers we will build on our foundational skills to write in the past and present tense; to use expanded noun phrases along with commas in a list to write a setting description.
Year 2 

Maths
As Mathematicians children will spend the Spring 1 developing their understanding of money, multiplication and division through practical activities and problem‑solving. They will learn to recognise coins and notes, make different amounts and apply their skills to real‑life contexts. Alongside this, they will continue to build fluency in counting in 2s, 5s and 10s, using these patterns to support their work in multiplication and division. They will also carry on with Mastering Number, helping them strengthen number sense, recall key facts and develop confidence in choosing efficient strategies.

RE:  In RE children will explore how and why some books are holy by learning about the sacred texts of Christianity, Islam and Sikhism. They will discover why these books are treated with such respect, what makes them special to believers and the important messages or stories they contain. Through discussion and reflection, children will think about what we can learn from these sacred texts today, including values such as kindness, honesty and caring for others.
Science
Year 2 children will explore the topic of living things this half term by learning how to identify whether something is living, dead or has never been alive. They will investigate different habitats and the plants and animals that live there, discovering how each environment meets their basic needs. They will also begin to understand simple food chains and where animals get their food from, helping them build a clear picture of how living things depend on one another to survive.
PE: In Spring 1, Year 2 children develop their skills in both Dance and Gymnastics through creative movement and controlled physical activity. In Dance, they explore how to use their bodies to express ideas, create simple sequences and move with rhythm and coordination. In Gymnastics, they learn to travel, balance, roll and jump with increasing control, linking movements together to form short routines. These lessons help build confidence, strength and flexibility while encouraging children to work safely and imaginatively.

Music: Recorders

DT: In Spring 1, Year 2 children will learn about mechanisms by designing and making simple vehicles. They explore how a chassis, axle and washers work together to help wheels turn smoothly, before designing creating their own moving model.

Geography 
As Geographers Year 2 children will learn to use maps to identify the countries of the United Kingdom and their capital cities, building confidence in recognising where places are and how they are represented. They will also explore a range of human and physical features, such as towns, rivers and mountains, and discover well‑known landmarks across the UK. This helps them develop early geographical skills and a clearer understanding of the world around them.

What are we learning 
about this half term?
Computing
In Spring 1, children will develop their photography skills in Computing by learning how to take clear, well‑framed images using digital devices. They explore how lighting, focus and angles can change a photograph, and experiment with capturing different subjects and viewpoints. They will also begin to edit and improve their photos using simple digital tools.
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
