 Spring 2 2026													Your chance to shine
English:  As Readers we will continue to explore a variety of texts and develop our comprehension skills.  We will continue to read daily in order to improve our fluency and expression applying our phonic knowledge. Some children will now move on to our Grammarsaurus spelling scheme whilst some of us continue to secure our phonetic knowledge. 
As Writers we will explore letters and character descriptions. This will be based around traditional tales and we will look at using subordination, apostrophes for contractions and commas in a list. We will also look at using expanded noun phrases to add more detail and write in the present tense when they create their own narratives. 
Maths:  In Spring 2, Year 2 children explore measurement by comparing and measuring length and height using standard units. They then move on to measuring mass and volume, learning how to use scales and containers to find out how heavy or full something is. These practical skills help them make sense of measurement in real‑life situations.
Alongside this, they will continue to build fluency in counting in 2s, 5s and 10s, using these patterns to support their work in multiplication and division. They will also carry on with Mastering Number, helping them strengthen number sense, recall key facts and develop confidence in choosing efficient strategies.

Year 2 


[bookmark: _GoBack]History / Geography: As Historians children will learn all about World War 1 this term. Children will begin by learning about life 100 years ago and comparing it to modern day life. Children will explore the causes of WW1 and how it affected life at home in Britain. We will explore the role of women at the time and how children helped the war efforts before moving on to how animals played their part. Children will also consider if Britain were right to go to war.


RE:  In Spring 2, Year 2 children learn about the Good News Christians believe Jesus brings by exploring stories that show how Jesus helped people and taught them to be kind and forgiving. They discover how these messages inspire Christians to live with love, hope and fairness. This helps children understand why Jesus is such an important figure in the Christian faith.


Science: In Spring 2, Year 2 children learn about animals including humans by exploring how offspring grow and change as they move through different stages of the life cycle. They discover that young animals often look different from adults and learn how all living things develop over time. This helps them understand growth, change and the needs of living things.

PE:  In Spring 2, Year 2 children develop their striking and fielding skills by learning how to strike a ball with control and accuracy. They practise hitting, rolling and aiming, as well as simple fielding techniques to stop and return the ball. These activities help build coordination, teamwork and confidence in game situations.

Computing:  In Spring 2, Year 2 children become programmers by creating and debugging simple sets of instructions to make characters or objects move on screen. They learn how to use sequencing and basic commands to achieve a goal, testing and improving their work as they go. This helps them develop logical thinking and confidence in using technology creatively.
Art: In Spring 2, Year 2 children explore painting by experimenting with colour mixing, brush techniques and ways to create different textures. They look at how artists use colour and shape to express ideas, then apply these skills to create their own imaginative artwork. This unit helps them grow in creativity and confidence as young artists.
