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In Summer 2, Year 2 children learn to interpret and present simple statistics, using charts and graphs to help them understand and compare information. They also explore position and direction, using mathematical language to describe movement and turns. Alongside this, they revisit key areas of learning to strengthen their understanding and prepare confidently for Year 3.Alongside this, they will continue to build fluency in counting in 2s, 5s and 10s, using these patterns to support their work in multiplication and division. They will also carry on with Mastering Number, helping them strengthen number sense, recall key facts and develop confidence in choosing efficient strategies.

English
As Readers this half term we will link our texts our Science topic Plants and explorers using both fiction and non-fiction texts including The Mighty Marrow. We will also use shorter texts to develop our comprehension skills such as skimming and scanning. We will continue to read daily in order to improve our fluency and expression. . Some children will continue to reinforce their GPC knowledge through Phonic sessions. As Writers we will continue to build on our foundational skills to write both a story and set of instructions.  Children will focus on using a range of punctuation accurately and descriptive language such as expanded noun phrases.
Year 2 


RE:  
In Summer 2, Year 2 children learn about holy places by exploring where and how Christians, Sikhs and Muslims worship. They discover the special features of churches, gurdwaras and mosques, and learn how people show respect and practise their faith in these spaces. This helps them understand the importance of worship and community in different religions.
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In Summer 2, Year 2 children learn about plants by observing how they grow and what they need to stay healthy. They explore the functions of roots, stems, leaves and flowers, and investigate how plants change over time. This helps them build a clear understanding of the life cycle of a plant and the importance of caring for living things.
PE: 
In Summer 2, Year 2 children focus on Health and Fitness, learning how exercise, strength and stamina help keep their bodies healthy. They take part in activities that build coordination and overall fitness before moving on to Team Games, where they develop teamwork, communication and simple tactics. These lessons help them stay active while learning how to work well with others.

DT: No DT topic in Summer 2

Art: In Summer 2, Year 2 children explore sculpture by experimenting with shaping, joining and building using a range of materials. They learn how artists create 3D forms and use these ideas to design and make their own imaginative sculptures. This unit helps them develop creativity, problem‑solving and fine motor skills.

History and Geography 

Our Geography topic Ocean Air, Salty Hair continues in Summer 2.  As Geographers children begin to compare a coastal village in Great Britain with a contrasting location in another continent, such as a community in Africa. They explore similarities and differences in climate, landscape, homes and daily life, helping them understand how places can be both unique and connected. This comparison builds their geographical knowledge and curiosity about the wider world.

What are we learning 
about this half term?
Computing
In Summer 2, Year 2 continue to be young researchers by learning how to find information safely and responsibly online. They practise using child‑friendly search tools, explore how to check whether information is reliable and learn what to do if they see something unexpected. This unit helps them build confidence using the internet while understanding how to stay safe and make sensible choices.
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
