Give change
Children should be able to give change, use this time to practise this skill.
Start small; if something costs 24p what change would they get from a 50p coin? Extend to a £1 or £2 then a £5 note.
Repeat with different totals and different coins and notes.
Simplify or challenge as needed.

Tie a tight shoelace and undo knots
Has your child mastered this very important skill? Can they pull the laces tight? Can they wiggle free the knot that’s half way down their shoelace?!
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Ride a bike
Can your child ride without stabilizers and be confident enough to make a hand signal to turn left or right? 
Know off by heart:
· Their home landline number
· Your mobile number
· A trusted adults number (sibling/grandparent)
· Full address including their postcode
· If they have any allergies
· If they have a medical condition

Tell the time
Can your child tell the time to the minute? If not start off with 0’clock, half past, quarter past and quarter to. Then move onto multiples of 5 and final to the minute.
Can they convert between a 12hour and 24hour clock?
(It is presumed that your child can do this by year 5 and it’s not something that is on our curriculum)
