
 

 A free 15 hour place – No charge (am or pm) 

 

 A free 30 hour place where you collect your child at 

11.45am for their lunch and return them to nursery at 

12.30pm – No charge. 

 

 A free 30 hour place with your child staying in Nursery 

during lunchtime and having a packed lunch from home 

– A charge of £4 per day for lunchtime provision - £20.00 

per week. 

 

 

Payments can be made to school by cash or cheque a week in 

advance.  You may also be able to get Tax Free childcare payments 

through HMRC.

In September 2017 the government launched 30 hour free childcare for 

working parents.  To be eligible for the 30 hours free childcare the 

following must apply: 

 Your child will be aged 3 or 4 when you take up the nursery place. 

 You, and any partner, must each expect to earn (on average) the 

equivalent of working 16 hours a week at your national minimum 

wage (£120 at the National Living Wage, less if you are on the 

National Minimum Wage) 

 Each parent must have an annual income of less than £100,000 

 You live in England 

Subject to availability in our school nursery there is an application and 

registration process for 30 hours free childcare in order to prove 

eligibility.

You can apply from when your child is 2 years and 36 weeks old.

Important – YOU MUST HAVE A VALID CODE BY THE END OF THE MONTH 

BEFORE THE NEW TERM STARTS (i.e. Dates in BOLD are the cut off dates 

to apply before. If you apply later than the date in BOLD you will not be 

eligible for funding for that following term.) The three terms are - Autumn 

Term, Spring Term and Summer Term. You have to renew your code 

every 3 Months.

 A free place for 30 hours per week – Monday to Friday,         

6 hours each day – morning and afternoon sessions, if you 

meet the criteria, (Lunchtime provision charges apply)
